Principles

· Base line position is a goal of zero net emissions and energy sustainability
· passive solar design principles to be adopted in all new buildings

· solar hot water and solar PV panels to be included in the design of all new buildings

· Local Council approval will require use of BASIX design principles to be adopted in all new buildings

· The community will investigate on an ongoing basis appropriate incentives for its members to minimise use of fossil fuels and adopt sustainable energy use in all its activities

Hot Water

· Each family to have access to a solar hot water unit of sufficient capacity to not require boosting on a normal winter’s day
Cooking

· Community to encourage use of raw food

· Solar HW is best practice in heating food for certain cooking
Electricity

· The eco-village will continue to be connected to the electricity grid which can be used as a storage system and as power back-up

· Each family to be a net producer of electricity using solar PV systems

Heating
· Desire to make use of radiant heat
· Slow combustion wood heaters preferred
· Grounded heat pumps to be considered
Cooling

· Natural draft ventilation systems preferred

· Grounded heat pumps to be considered

· Ventilation using natural draft and solar fans
Transport

· Community to encourage use of walking, cycling and public transport

· Community to facilitate use of car pooling and shared transport eg bus

Issues

· Continue to be connected to the gas grid? Use gas for cooking and as booster for solar HW?

· Use of air conditioners and electric heaters as backup? – goal to be a net electricity producer
· Incentives for electric/hybrid vehicles Vs petrol and diesel?
